
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

May 17th, 2007

CRAIG, COLORADO
Vice-Chairman Keith Lambert called the meeting to order at 10:10am. Board members and alternates present were: Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Steve Loshbaugh, Town of Meeker; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Doug Monger, Routt County; Jim Ferree, City of Craig; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Russ Martin, Town of Hayden. Others present included Jean Davidson and Dave Norman, AAoA; Dan Israel, local government consultant; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. New officers were installed, Keith Lambert as Chairman will preside over the meeting. Ken Parsons as Vice-chairman and Larry McCown was reappointed to treasurer.
Changes and additions to agenda: Doug Monger asked that Aron’s report please include information on the study being done. Steve Loshbaugh made the motion to accept the agenda with changes. Second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.
NEXT MEETING – July 12th, Shell Mahogany site, AGNC office will set up car pools to travel to the site. Lunch will be served by the site caterer. Energy Impact hearings will be held Thurs, Fri. July 26th and 27.
MINUTES of the April meeting were presented. Motion to accept the minutes were made by Doug Monger. The second was by Steve Loshbaugh. Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT – Legislative report: Aron Diaz reported that the senate has passed Senate joint resolution 42. It will appoint 11 members, 5 senate, 5 house and one member appointed jointly by the chairs, to an interim legislative committee. A working group of eleven will be formed to work with the legislative committee. The working group shall make policy recommendations and hold hearings regarding issues assigned for its study regarding allocation of severance tax or federal mineral leasing revenues. The legislative committee shall submit written findings and recommendations to the Legislative council no later than Nov. 15, 2007. The AGNC board will try to have a member appointed to the work group through CML or CCI.  
HB1139 is still sitting on the governor’s desk for signature.

AGNC received a $350,000 grant from DOLA to create a regional study gauging the impacts of industry. $315,000 would be allocated to the study with $35,000 for project coordinator and travel expenses. Aron reported that the study would allow us to plug in figures as they change which would allow us to include all energy issues including oil shale, coal and oil and gas combined impacts. The study is projected to be done by March of next year (2008) to coincide with the PEIS release date. Those on the study committee are Doug Monger, Routt County; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Jeff Comstock, Moffat County; Jess Smith, Garfield County, Jon Peacock, Mesa County. The committee will also include representatives from Rifle, Rangely, Meeker, DOLA and CDPHE. The committee will meet in Rifle at the Human Services Building at 10am. The committee will work to define the scope of work, deliverables and suggestions for the position of project coordinator. The coordinator will be a liaison for AGNC.
A motion was made by Ken Parsons for AGNC to write a letter recommending the appointment of Rep. Al White to the interim committee. It is to be noted in the letter that Rep. Al White sits on the JBC committee. Second was made by Steve Loshbaugh. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT – April financials were presented by Jane Whitt. Doug Monger made the motion to approve the financials. Ken Parsons made the second. Motion carried. Board asked for Budget to Actual year-to-date report to be presented each month. 

AREA AGENCY on AGING – Jean Davidson, chair of the AAoA grant committee reported to the board that the committee had helped to put together the plan for 2007-08.
Dave Norman presented the Annual Plan Budget for July 1 to June 30, 2008. House Bill 1100 hadn’t been passed yet when the grant committee met so they didn’t have the official amounts. Last years numbers were used. The funds need to go where allocated.  Dave will get the final summary to AGNC. Doug Monger made the motion to approve the plan for the amount of $1,074,287. Second was made by Steve Loshbaugh. Motion carried.
DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER – A written report is included in the packet. Jane Whitt reported that Cheryl succeeded in getting the approval to stay open the month of November to facilitate the hunters coming into the state. Cheryl worked hard to get this funding which is being provided by the Moffat County Tourism Association. The State has approved this closing date of Nov. 30th.
NORTHWEST RETAC – Doug Monger stated that each individual county needs to vote on the IGA. Steve Loshbaugh mentioned that Meeker could not support the Mutual Aid Organization for Piceance Basin. He asked that the RETAC not pursue Rio Blanco being the agency for Oil & Gas up Piceance Creek. This would jeopardize the safety of Meeker and other areas. The RETAC budget was in the board packet, it was questioned where the $5,000 went which had gone to counties before. If each county decides to have AGNC distribute their allocation how is AGNC going to be reimbursed for their time? After discussion Aron will set up a committee for the RETAC contract. A letter will be written to the RETAC Board on AGNC concerns. It was suggested that the RETAC Board meet with the counties.
COAL CONFERENCE – Steve Loshbaugh reported the Northwest Colorado Coal Conference will convene this afternoon, May 17th and 18th and the TW golf tourney will follow on the 19th. This is the 20th Annual Northwest Colorado Coal Conference. 

UMTRA – Jane Whitt reported for Paul Oliver that the hauling of mill tailings was completed last Monday. An invoice will be sent next week for reimbursement.

OTHER – Dan Israel, local government consultant, encouraged the board to raise issues on the distortion of FML distribution and find where the leverage is in order to use it. He presented a Strategy for local governments to maximize the social economic and environmental benefits of the region’s water and hydrocarbon assets. He cautioned the AGNC Board on our Socio Economic Analysis, it could be a two edged sword in that the state could use the information against the western slope. The board thanked Dan for his presentation and food for thought.
ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Keith Lambert adjourned the meeting at 12:00 pm.
