



AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

November 13, 2008

Rifle, Colorado 
Vice-Chairman Chuck Grobe called the meeting to order at 10:10am. Board members and alternates present in Rifle were: Chuck Grobe, town of Hayden; Forrest Nelson, Joe Collins, Rio Blanco County; Linda RomerTodd, City of Grand Junction; Tom Mathis, Moffat County; Doug Monger, Routt County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Larry McCown, Garfield County; Jon Hier, City of Rifle; Ann Brady, Rangely; Chuck Hall, Battlement Mesa; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Dave Norman, Area Agency on Aging; Patti Snidow, USDA; Peter Brixius, Manager of Rangely, Cheryl McDonald, Dinosaur Welcome Center; Jeff Comstock, Moffat County; Laurie Kadrich, Grand Junction; Jeff Devere, CNCC; Mike Samson, Garfield County.
CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Dave Norman’s report on AAoA will be moved up to after the Board minutes are approved.

NEXT MEETING – Thursday, January 8th, Rangely (Exxon will give a presentation) 

MINUTES of the September meeting were presented. Motion was made by Linda RomerTodd and second was by Ann Brady to approve the minutes. Motion carried.

AAoA: Dave Norman presented the Prescription Medicare Part D papers to all attending. Everyone needs to sign up again even if on the program last year. All counties have someone available through Area Agency on Aging to help fill out the forms. Dave also reported about the Caregiver Conference which took place October 29th.  It was attended by around 100 participants. It included fall prevention and a pampering session for the caregivers in the afternoon with massages, facials and demonstrations of the Wii for exercise. 

ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION: Larry McCown gave the history of Article #4 which required unanimous decision for AGNC to take a position on legislative policy. It worked for many years but lately AGNC’s hands have been tied by one or more voting against policy which then causes AGNC to remain neutral on the policy. We need AGNC to lobby for the Western slope and a majority vote would make that possible. After much discussion Doug Monger made the motion that article #4 for AGNC to take a position on legislative policy shall require a super majority or 66% of those present and voting. Second was made by Larry McCown. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The budget for September and October were presented by Jane Whitt. A motion was made by Doug Monger to accept the financials. Second was made by Linda RomerTodd. Motion carried. Budget versus Actual was presented. Jane Whitt presented the Budget Amendments for 2008. After discussion Linda RomerTodd made the motion to accept the 2008 amendments to the budget. Second was by Larry McCown. Motion carried. Jane Whitt presented the 2009 budget; after discussion Larry McCown made the motion to accept the 2009 budget as amended today (which is to scratch the $10,000 Energy Career Day line from both revenue and expense and have the community development contract changed to $13,000) Linda RomerTodd made the second, motion carried. 
Jane Whitt presented the audit bids. After discussion, Larry McCown made the motion to accept Colorado CPA’s bid for the next three years, negotiating the compilation fee if AGNC goes under the $500,000 total to $1,000.  Second was made by Doug Monger. Motion carried.
Larry McCown introduced Mike Samson who had arrived late. Everyone stated their name and who they represent for Mike. Mike Samson is the new Garfield County commissioner as of January. 

Presentation: Chuck Grobe presented Eagle trophies with plaques to Forrest Nelson and Larry McCown for their years of service to AGNC. 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Socioeconomic Study: Aron Diaz reported that the study task force decided that we should go further and cover infrastructure needs. Aron reported that DOLA is looking for an agency to apply for a grant for the next study. Jeff Devere reported that the task force decided a gap analysis is needed. Larry McCown asked that the study identify how recreation and tourism play into the economic needs. Counties next to tourism areas absorb a lot of the growth. Linda RomerTodd asked that this study please gather the information from the local entities rather than from outside sources. Jeff stated that the contract would put AGNC’s budget over the $500,000 cap.
 Community Development Contract: Aron reported to the Board on the community development grant. AGNC is asking for $13,000 for the year 2009.  Proactive legislation 2009: After discussion AGNC will work with local legislators on bills coming from our region. Public Land issues will be in the forefront at the federal level. AGNC will monitor severance, transportation and public lands issues.
1084 Committee: Aron Diaz reported that the 1084 committee had been meeting. Both Ken Parsons and Aron attend. A handout in the packet outlined what the committee is proposing. Aron asked that the board look over the proposals and get back to him with feedback for the committee.
COAL ISSUES: Aron reported that AGNC will probably work with Yampa Valley Partners on the Energy Summit for 2009. He has talked to some industry that would still like to see a separate coal conference take place. AGNC is considering a mini coal conference in September followed by a golf tournament coinciding with the timing of Club 20’s fall meeting. Thursday would be the mini coal conference, golf tourney on Friday for those who can attend, with Club 20 on Friday and Saturday.

DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER: Cheryl McDonald reported that the Dinosaur Center will close on November 30th. Cheryl will work two more weeks on closing the center and doing end of year reports. Cheryl included a report in the packet for the board on year to date figures of visitors. Cheryl reported that the t-shirt program is now ended. The center gave out 23,000 t-shirts. Rangely donated planters for the center which were placed next to the Moose bench. This has become a popular picture taking spot. December 5th will be the volunteer appreciation banquet. If you have information on local festivals please send them to the dinosaur welcome center. They will promote all local festivals if they have the information.
ENTERPRISE ZONE: Executive Director Aron Diaz reported he and Kevin Tilson presented roundtables on the enterprise zone in Oak Creek and Craig during October. They were well attended. 
NW OIL & GAS FORUM: Larry McCown reported that the next oil & gas forum will be December 4th from 10am to 12:30pm at the Rifle County Fairgrounds. Over 100 were in attendance at the last two meetings. There are fewer public comments which Larry attributed to better communication between industry, the county and local landowners. 
OTHER: Larry McCown and Forrest Nelson thanked the board for their awards for service. Larry asked the board to keep a Garfield county or Rifle person as one of the check signers as it makes it easier for Jane. Larry also reminded the board to work on the by-law change for audit or compilation.
ADJOURNMENT – Vice Chairman Chuck Grobe adjourned the meeting at 1:30 pm.
