



AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

September 11th, 2008

Rifle, Colorado 
Chairman Ken Parsons called the meeting to order at 10:30am. Board members and alternates present in Rifle were: Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Linda RomerTodd, City of Grand Junction; Saed Tayyara, Moffat County; Doug Monger, Routt County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Larry McCown, Garfield County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Lisa Rolan, City of Steamboat Springs;  Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Dave Norman, Area Agency on Aging; Patti Snidow, USDA; Paul Poister, ECCOS.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Saed will add comments during Dinosaur Welcome Center Report.

NEXT MEETING – Thursday, November 13th, Rifle 

MINUTES of the July meeting were presented. Motion was made by Saed Tayyara and second was by Keith Lambert to approve the minutes. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The budget for May, June, July and August were presented by Jane Whitt. Craig Meis asked that a 1099 be sent to Danny Barela for the 2008 year. Motion made by Saed Tayyara to accept the financials. Second was made by Linda RomerTodd Motion carried. Budget versus Actual was presented. There was discussion on the Community Development Grant and also on the format for the Energy Summit/Coal conference for 2009 as both of these affect the budget for next year. Jane Whitt presented the proposed 2009 budget; Larry McCown made the motion to move to Executive session for personnel and budgetary discussion. Linda RomerTodd made the second, motion carried. Linda RomerTodd made the motion to come out of Executive Session, second was made by Saed Tayyara. Linda RomerTodd made the motion to move toward a balanced budget and to accept the budget with the 5% raises and change interest from $2,400 to $2,000 and change Dinosaur Welcome Center expense from $31,840 to $33,028. Larry McCown made the second, motion carried. Jane reported that the NWRETAC funds had officially been turned over to the Western Retac in Montrose. They will be the fiscal agent for the NWRETAC. The new contract went to Western Retac for the coming year.
Saed Tayyara made the motion to break for lunch. Larry McCown made the second. Motion carried.
Meeting resumed at 12:45. As a result of the executive session it was felt that the board should form a subcommittee to formulate positions of AGNC for the future direction of AGNC. The committee would give more direction to the Executive Director. Motion was made by Saed Tayyara for Keith Lambert, Ken Parsons, Craig Meis and Chuck Grobe to be on the committee for personnel evaluation and policy direction. Larry McCown made the second. Motion carried.
AAoA: Dave Norman informed the board that the Legislative Roundup to inform the seniors about issues on the ballot in November will take place on October 9th and 10th. On October 29th the Caregiver Conference will take place at Two Rivers Convention Center. It will include fall prevention. The conference, with sponsors from hospice and the Alzheimer’s Association will pamper the caregivers in the afternoon. The recreation task force is remodeling the senior recreation center. A housing group is looking at types of houses needed for seniors.
BUDGET continued. Jane Whitt handed out the audit. The audit was turned in to the state in July. Larry McCown made the motion to accept the audit. Keith Lambert made the second. Motion carried.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Socioeconomic Study: Aron Diaz reported that the final request for the Socioeconomic Study Contract has been made. At our July meeting the board talked about a housing inventory. The task force decided that we should go even further and cover infrastructure needs also. Aron reported that DOLA is looking for and agency to apply for a grant for the next study. AGNC feels the administrative fee should be a certain percent of the total grant. Larry McCown made the motion to apply for the grant in concept. Saed Tayyara made the second. Motion carried. Details of the grant for approval will be presented at the next meeting. Community Development Contract: Aron reported to the Board on the community development grant that it is not in the best interest of AGNC to spend money up front and then ask for the reimbursement up to 50% back from DOLA. Both the Coal Conference and the Energy Career Day are becoming self-supporting. Aron feels he needs new direction from the board for the community development contract request. We could maybe scale back on the request until we have specific projects in mind. Proposed Oil Shale Regulations: Paul Poister from ECCOS (ECCOS was formed to advocate for a balanced plan for oil shale) reported that the Draft Oil Shale regulations came out the end of July. The final date for public comments is September 22 and therefore Paul came to encourage the AGNC Board to enter comments. The moratorium on leasing regulations is in place until the end of September and then it sunsets unless another congressional person puts a bill in place. Ken Parsons felt that the draft regulations were missing the requirement for every company not on an R&D Lease (private land) should still be required to consult with the local governments on development. Larry McCown felt that companies should be able to take a credit against building the infrastructure up front. After discussion Larry McCown made the motion to support the Club 20 Draft comments regarding BLM’s Draft Oil Shale Regulations in addition to the comments made here today. Linda RomerTodd made the second. Motion carried. Aron Diaz will draft a letter to the BLM stating AGNC’s comments.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: the Board discussed Amendment 52. After discussion Keith Lambert made the motion for AGNC to stay neutral on 52. Larry McCown made the second. Motion carried. Amendment 58: After discussion the board took no position. Referendum O: After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to support Ref O. Second was made by Keith Lambert. Motion carried.
DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER: Cheryl McDonald sent in a written report for the packet. It included the hours change on September 2nd to fall hours from 9am-5pm 7 days a week. Cheryl included a report in the packet for the board on year to date figures of visitors. Saed Tayyara reported on the landscaping that Cheryl had completed thus far. Saed had pictures for all to see. The moose bench and totem pole of faces which City of Craig donated from the Whittle the Wood contest were a great addition to the center. Motion was made by Linda RomerTodd to accept the Dinosaur Welcome Center report. Second was made by Doug Monger. Motion carried.
NW OIL & GAS FORUM: Larry McCown reported that the oil & gas forum met last Thursday. Approximately 100 people were in attendance. 
Larry McCown commented on the letter from Club 20 to the BLM on the increased cost of cleanup of Anvil Points. Larry reported that after review by BLM more tailings were found and it was thought that a second site would need to be opened for disposal of the tailings. This is what caused the price of the cleanup to go higher.

OTHER: Patti Snidow reported that the USDA does help with affordable housing. They have funds and loan guarantees they can put towards projects. On the non-profit side they can designate direct funds for multifamily dwellings.
ADJOURNMENT – Motion to adjourn was made Saed Tayyara. Second was made by Larry McCown. Motion carried. Chairman Ken Parsons adjourned the meeting at 2:55 pm.
