
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

April 10th, 2008

Fruita, Colorado 
Vice-Chairman Ken Parsons called the meeting to order at 10:15am. Board members and alternates present in Fruita were: Larry McCown, Garfield County; Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Ken Parsons, Forrest Nelson and Joe Collins, Rio Blanco County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Linda Romer-Todd, City of Grand Junction; Jeff Comstock, Moffat County; Doug Monger, Routt County; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were John Hier, City of Rifle; Jack Kirtland, DOLA; Dave Norman, AAoA; Clint Kinney and Ken Henry, City of Fruita; Ron Cattany, DNR; Jesse Smith, Garfield County; Jon Peacock, Mesa County; Derek Wagner, Conoco Phillips; Doug Jeavons and Ford Frick, BBC Research & Consulting.

Dinosaur Welcome Center – Cheryl McDonald presented 2008 Colorado maps and vacation guides to each Board member and guest attending the AGNC meeting. Cheryl reported that the center stayed open in November. This was supported by the Moffat County Tourism Board. Being open proved very beneficial as the center had a large amount of visitors. The yearly total of visitors was 29,389. This was 3,159 more visitors than 2006.
MINUTES of the March meeting were presented. Motion was made by Linda Romer-Todd and second was by Craig Meis to approve the minutes. Motion carried.

Nominating committee: Jane Whitt reported that discussion had taken place on nominations. Motion was made by Linda Romer-Todd with second by Larry McCown to approve the following candidates: Chairman – Ken Parsons, Chuck Grobe – Vice Chairman, Keith Lambert – Treasurer. Motion carried.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: Aron Diaz reported. 

HB 1165 which AGNC opposed was successfully killed. 
HB 1083 and HB1084 on severance tax distribution are both in the senate at this time. 
SB218: FML distribution. After discussion the motion for support to amend the bill in order to maintain or improve the percentages coming back to where the dollars are collected, (including contacting local officials for input) was made by Larry McCown and second was made by Linda Romer-Todd. Motion carried.
SB213: Rep. McElhaney bill on toll for I-70. Motion was made by Doug Monger for AGNC to oppose. Chuck Grobe made the second. Motion carried.

Initiative #88: Craig Meis and Ken Parsons are opposed at this time. Board voted to table the initiative until the next board meeting. Copies will be available to board prior to meeting.
AGNC will monitor Senator Windell’s bill on FML for higher education.

NOSR Funds: Aron reported that Senators Allard and Salazar have been working on this bill. The draft reads that the split would be 50/50 for locals and feds. The Anvil Points clean-up would come from the federal side. For the distribution of the local side Mesa and Moffat counties have been added in with both at 10%, Garfield and Rio Blanco counties are each tagged for 40% of the funds.
Regional Socioeconomic Impact Study – Ken Parsons reported on the task force completion of the Study. Ken then introduced the task force members present. They were Ron Cattany, Jesse Smith, Jeff Comstock, Jon Peacock, John Hier. Ken then introduced Doug Jeavons and Ford Frick from BBC Research and Consulting. BBC gave a power point presentation of the Socioeconomic Study. BBC reported that they took a conservative approach and the numbers could be even larger. State capital investments are not included such as dollars for highway improvements. In conclusion the figures on population are conservative. Energy production will affect these numbers. Technology has changed so companies can drill more efficiently. FML benefits could be statewide, distribution numbers are still being debated in the legislative session. Ken Parsons thanks Doug and Ford for the presentation. 

BUDGET REPORT – March financials were presented by Jane Whitt. Doug Monger made the motion to approve the financials. Chuck Grobe made the second. Motion carried. Presentation of the Budget versus actual was also presented.

Project Committee Reports
AAoA – Dave Norman reported that next month he would present the report for the plan for July 1 through June 30, 2009. Reviews of the applications for funds are taking place at this time. The AAoA is reviewing ideas to increase the participation in Rio Blanco county senior center. The Colorado Trust report looks at the socioeconomic migration of seniors. Seniors are migrating to urban centers for health care. The gray Gourmet will look at their program to see if they can cover all areas.

Nancy Frizell is attending SEMTAC to see what they need to do to honor the state deliverables. The West RETAC located in Montrose has agreed to be the fiscal agent for the next contract.
