



AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

July 16th, 2009

Rifle, Colorado 
Chairman Chuck Grobe called the meeting to order at 10:00am. Board members and alternates present were: Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Joe Collins, Rio Blanco County; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Doug Monger, Routt County; Sharon Day, Town of Meeker; Tom Kenyon, Grand Junction; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Jennifer Riley, Jim Ferree, Town of Craig; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Roy McClung, Town of Parachute.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Add SB232 to Executive Director’s report. We will talk about NWCOG Grant under other.

NEXT MEETING – Thursday, September 10th, Rangely Colorado

MINUTES of the May meeting were presented. Motion was made by Doug Monger to accept the minutes and second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The May and June financials and Budget versus Actual for 2009 were presented.   After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to approve disbursements for May June and accept the profit and loss financial report. Second was made by Keith Lambert. Motion carried. 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Aron Diaz reported on HR2454 which is the Waxman/Markey Cap & Trade bill. After discussion the board decided to draft a resolution on HR 2454 to oppose specific things in the bill.  The FRAC bill S1215 will be looked at as a study bill. Mesa County and Grand Junction have opposed this bill.
NOSR funds – Aron has had some talks with the BLM. The bill from Salazar splitting the $12.9 million in unobligated funds 10-40-40-10 with Mesa, Rio Blanco, Garfield and Moffat was never introduced. With the change in Senators and Representatives from Colorado the legislation fell through the cracks. AGNC is working on new legislation with our new delegation to propose the dollars come back to the counties of origin.
SB232 – Regarding the $17 million in severance tax dollars being distributed to the counties of origin. 

Aron reported on meeting with DOLA to discuss this bill. Aron encouraged the AGNC Board to come to a consensus as to how to apply for the monies involved. Parachute is looking at actually completing and interchange west of Parachute. This would also help to complete a bypass for trucks which would eventually lead to another bridge over the Colorado River for another entrance to Battlement Mesa. Moffat and Rio Blanco Counties also had projects. Doug Monger made the motion that AGNC voice support of a regional grant for three projects to DOLA for the SB232 monies. Tom Kenyon made the second. Motion carried. Note that Mike Samson voted for the motion with the hope to work out a deal between Garfield county and Rifle on another grant. Note 1 abstention from Keith Lambert until Rifle finds other money to allocate to another grant.
Motion was made at 11:35 by Mike Samson to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters. Second was made by Craig Meis. Motion carried. Chuck Grobe ended the executive session at 12:40.

Executive Director Aron Diaz reported on speaking with NWCOG on starting a revolving loan fund as partners to start up businesses that will support senior population. 
Follow-up includes Resolution for HR2454 being more specific in each area.
AGNC is to draft a letter on HR2454 and send to Board members for approval

A FRAC letter will also be drafted.

ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Chuck Grobe adjourned the meeting at 1:00pm.
