
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

March 12th, 2009

Conference Call, Colorado 
Treasurer Keith Lambert called the meeting to order at 10:12am. Board members and alternates on the call were: Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Jim Ferree, City of Craig; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others on the call were Jeff Comstock, Moffat County. 

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: none

NEXT MEETING – Thursday, April 9th, Grand Junction

MINUTES of the February meeting were presented. Motion was made by Ken Parsons to accept the minutes and second was made by Tom Mathers. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The February financials and Budget versus Actual for 2009 was presented.   After discussion Chuck Grobe made the motion to accept the February financials. Second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried. 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Aron Diaz emailed out a legislative update which listed the bills being followed. 

The following bills were voted on at the board meeting:

SB85 – Concerning property tax exemption for business personal property. This bill exempts a percentage of business personal property, excluding state-assessed property, from property taxation. Increases the amount of the exemption every 2 years until all business personal property is exempt.
After discussion, motion was made by Ken Parsons to oppose SB85. Tom Mathers made the second. Motion carried.
HB1292 - Concerning implementation of recommendations of the committee on legal services in connection with legislative review of rules and regulations of state agencies. This provides for the continuation of rules and regulations of state agencies that were adopted or amended on or after November 1, 2007, and before November 1, 2008; except that certain rules and regulations shall expire as scheduled on May 15, 2009. 

After discussion Ken Parsons made the motion to work to amend the bill to protect individual property rights. Tom Mathers made the second. Motion carried.

SB232 - Concerning state financial assistance to finance local government capital construction projects.  In order to increase the level of state financial assistance provided to local governments (applicants) so that local government capital construction projects can be completed more quickly, creates a program that authorizes financial assistance to local governments. 

After discussion Ken Parsons made the motion to work to amend to protect the permanent fund. Tom Mathers made the second. Motion carried.
Bark beetle bills will be monitored. AGNC will also monitor what is happening with the Anvil Points monies.
CARO – (Colorado Association of Regional Organizations) Aron reported that at the CARO meeting a discussion on where the stimulus money is going took place. DOLA will work with CARO to get information to the regions on accessing the stimulus funds. They will help to keep the process transparent. 
Aron reported that the draft on Tier three dollars and how they will be distributed will be out soon.

Energy Summit/Coal Conference – Aron reported that AGNC will work with Yampa Valley Partners to distribute information on the Energy Summit. AGNC will set the DNR panel for the conference. There will possibly be a breakout session for coal. 
ENTERPRISE ZONE: Executive Director Aron Diaz reported he and Administrative Assistant Jane Whitt held meetings in Steamboat Springs and Fraser Colorado for the contribution projects. At this time we have 22 contribution projects. It could be 25 as three more are up for approval today. These meetings were held to improve reporting by the projects in the right format for the state.
ADJOURNMENT – Treasurer Keith Lambert adjourned the meeting at 10:50 am.
