
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

April 9th, 2009

Grand Junction, Colorado 
Chairman Ken Parsons called the meeting to order at 10:05am. Board members and alternates present were: Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Doug Monger, Routt County; Ann Brady, Town of Rangely; Linda RomerTodd, Grand Junction; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Peter Brixius, Town of Rangely; Kai Turner, Rio Blanco County; Laurie Kadrich, Grand Junction; Brain Meinhart, US Census Bureau; Jack Kirtland, DOLA; and Dave Norman, AAoA.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Move Brian Meinhart ahead of the nominating committee report.

NEXT MEETING – Thursday, May 14th, Craig Colorado

MINUTES of the March meeting were presented. Motion was made by Chuck Grobe to accept the minutes and second was made by Linda RomerTodd. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The March financials and Budget versus Actual for 2009 were presented.   After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to accept the March financials. Second was made by Keith Lambert. Motion carried. Doug Monger asked for a memo for the board stating the changes in health insurance.

CENSUS BUREAU – Brian Meinhart spoke about the partnership with counties and cities for the 2010 census. The hope is that by partnering local areas can strategize how to up the final numbers. The bureau would like AGNC to coordinate efforts for a regional promotional campaign on the census. Educational for the citizens, campaign could include flyers out with utility bills, maybe banners. There are some funds to help promote the census for which each entity can apply. The census bureau will be a monthly agenda report for the AGNC Board now through 2010. Motion for AGNC to formally partner with the US Census bureau for the 2010 Census was made by Keith Lambert. Second was made by Chuck Grobe. Motion approved.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE – After discussion the motion to nominate Chuck Grobe for Chairman and Doug Monger as Vice-Chairman was made by Keith Lambert and seconded by Chuck Grobe. Motion carried. Motion was made by Mike Samson and seconded by Doug Monger to keep Keith Lambert as Treasurer. Motion carried.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Aron Diaz handed out a legislative update which listed the bills being followed. 

HB1040 – Killed in appropriations 4/3
HB1250 - laid over on 2nd reading 3/31

HB1292 – Passed the Senate and House, still has not been signed by the Governor. Aron will monitor.
SB85 - AGNC opposes – Still alive, could be moved to the House
SB232 – AGNC will work to amend to protect the permanent fund and make mandatory to dispense to local governments.
SB212 – Passed – concerns vendor fee retention 

SB272-  would eliminate vendor fee retention AGNC will monitor this bill
Enterprise Zone credits were looked at as saving money for the state. This year the credits were left alone but this is an area AGNC needs to watch. The EZ tax credits help businesses in the Northwest area of the state, including agriculture, farming, energy industry and other small businesses. Club 20 is working to rewrite their policy on enterprise zone credits. Aron is on the committee.
Federal Issues – Linda RomerTodd alerted the Board that Senator Feingold had opened up legislation again on the Clean Water Act. We need be watching that the Clean Water Act only pertains to navigable waters in the United States.

Linda RomerTodd also told the board to watch for a bill from Waxman of California which would affect the point of sale on housing. It includes an energy audit and extra expenses not needed for the individual buyer. We should write our congressman voicing our opinions against this bill.

AAoA – Dave Norman reported that the Area Agency on Aging was recommended for a million dollar reduction in funding. Stimulus money can’t be used for lost funding. The federal funds for the Older Americans Act were increased. The funding should stay even with these two balancing each other. Dave will have a full report on the funding plan at the May meeting. Dave has three Caregiver conferences schedule for the month of June in Grand Junction, Glenwood and Region 12. They will include Id theft and fraud education.
NW Oil & Gas Forum – Mike Samson chaired this for the first time. Chris Canfield co-chaired with Mike. It was well attended; discussion of the rules and regulations going into effect took a lot of time. All combined, the rules, pipeline capacity, the ability to borrow are affecting drilling. Williams and DOW showed an excellent slide show on the importance of training to respect wildlife. The next meeting will be June 4th, 10am at the Rifle Fairgrounds.

DOLA – Jack Kirtland reported that for the March advisory committee there were $53 million in requests for grants. Approximately $22 million was awarded. The Tier 3 funds are not accumulating as expected. Therefore at this time no Tier 3 funds will be awarded. The end of April decisions will be made for the next cycle.

Chairman Ken Parsons said we need to discuss bills HB1398 and SB218 which include the new parameters for august direct distribution.  Discussion took place that the severance tax employee form which the severance tax task force took a couple of years to refine had been change without he committee being informed. The FML check box is gone and the job classification was taken off. These were two critical pieces in determining allocation of severance tax funds. The motion was made by Doug Monger to send a letter to Susan Kirkpatrick with AGNC concerns about the severance tax reporting. Linda RomerTodd made the second. Motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Ken Parsons adjourned the meeting at 12:25pm.
