



AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

May 14th, 2009

Craig, Colorado 
Chairman Ken Parsons called the meeting to order at 9:04am. Board members and alternates present were: Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Doug Monger, Routt County; Ann Brady, Town of Rangely; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Jim Ferree, Jennifer Riley, Ray Beck, City of Craig; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Peter Brixius, Town of Rangely; Kai Turner, Rio Blanco County; Audrey Danner, Moffat County; Winnie DelliQuadri, Steamboat Springs Cheryl McDonald, Colorado Welcome Center; and Dave Norman, AAoA.

INSTALATION OF OFFICERS: Keith Lambert started the meeting as he was one of three officers present. Keith later turned the meeting over to Doug Monger as new Vice-chairman.
NEXT MEETING – Tentative date of August 27, 28 for a strategic planning session for AGNC.
Email will follow once a place has been determined with a choice of dates.

MINUTES of the April meeting were presented. Motion was made by Ken Parsons to accept the minutes as corrected and second was made by Ann Brady. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The April financials and Budget versus Actual for 2009 were presented.   After much discussion about the Health Insurance and Health Savings increase, a motion to continue paying the increased amounts until the next meeting was made by Ken Parsons. Second was made by Ann Brady. Motion carried. Health Insurance will be reported on at the next board meeting. AGNC will still charge an Admin fee for the Dinosaur Welcome Center contract and will rebate that fee to cover health insurance for the manager until further research is done for other policies.

Keith Lambert made the motion to accept the April financials. Second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried. 

Liability Insurance was discussed for state contracts. The board asked Jane to check into CIRSA and CCI to see if AGNC could be an additional name on the policy. Jane had also talked to State Farm Insurance. Motion was made by Craig Meis to get liability insurance for each contract with the state.
Second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.
AUDIT REPORT – Jane Whitt passed out the audit reports to the board. They are to read through and ask any questions of Matt Scoggins, the auditor. An email vote will be taken to approve the audit.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Aron Diaz handed out a legislative update which listed the state and federal bills being followed. You can find the legislative link on the home page of www.agnc.org which includes this update. Aron spoke of the cap and trade legislation on the federal level. AGNC will track this bill. AGNC is also following up on the NOSR funds and provide updates as they occur.
Aron Diaz also reported on the Club 20 trip to Washington D.C. The Club 20 group heard from our state delegation and many of the federal agencies. It was an informative trip. DOE talked of the strategic fuels task force and Aron asked Craig Meis for an update on the task force.
Aron also reported that Nancy Fishering with the Colorado timber industry association would like to speak to the board in the future.
 On federal issues Aron will monitor the Clean Water Act bill and keep the board posted.

AGNC will watch SB85 concerning personal property tax exemption and let the board know of appointments to the interim committee.

AAoA – Dave Norman reported that the Area Agency on Aging state funding was cut by 17.3%.

ARRA funds need to show increased meals and increased employment in order to receive the funds. 
Motion to approve the AAoA budget was made by Keith Lambert and second was made by Ann Brady. Motion carried. Dave has three Caregiver conferences scheduled for the month of June in Grand Junction, Glenwood and Region 12. They will include Id theft and fraud education. There is also a Caregiver conference in Steamboat Springs in August.
Energy Summit - Aron reported that the Energy Summit is taking place this afternoon (Thursday May 14th) and Friday May 15th  here at the Holiday Inn in Craig. Some of the board members are planning on attending.
Dinosaur Welcome Center – Cheryl McDonald reported that the state had emailed a reply to her inquiry on the state map not including the Dinosaur center. The map is located at the Denver History Museum. They will be updating the map in July of this year. The Center’s visitor numbers are up 2.5% from last year for the month of April. The Dinosaur Center will be hosting Julesburg volunteers for a study tour. These tours help other welcome centers learn of the opportunities for vacations in each area of the state. Starting May 23rd the Centers hours will be from 8am to 6pm.
NW Oil & Gas Forum – Mike Samson reported that the next meeting will be June 4th, 10am at the Rifle Fairgrounds.

Craig Meis reported on the Strategic Fuels Task force. This task force was formed from the 2005 Energy Policy Act. It was formed to find ways to develop unconventional fuels. Following is the link to their annual report which was released Jan. 2009 http://www.unconventionalfuels.org/
