



AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

April 8th, 2010

Phone conference call
Chairman Doug Monger called the meeting to order at 10:10am. Board members and alternates present were: Doug Monger, Routt County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Ann Brady and Peter Brixius, Rangely; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Dave Sturges, Glenwood Springs; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Jeff Comstock, Moffat County; Winnie Delliquadri, Steamboat Springs; and Jaime Gardner, Colorado Resource Alliance.

MINUTES of the March meeting were presented. Motion was made by Ann Brady to accept the minutes and second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The March financials and Budget versus Actual for 2010 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Ken Parsons made the motion to approve disbursements for March and accept the profit and loss financial report. Second was by Mike Samson. Motion carried.  It was stated by Doug Monger that we will need to modify the AGNC budget at the May meeting due to revenue shortage. Mike Samson and Aron Diaz will talk to Carbondale to encourage them to join.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Legislative report: Aron Diaz reported both Enterprise zone bills which are HB1200 and SB162 were heard in house finance yesterday. Another new Enterprise Zone bill sponsored by Rep. Judd was introduced yesterday also. It is HB1396 and would completely eliminate enterprise zones. Both HB1200 and HB1396 were laid over until Friday. The attorney for Qwest testified on HB1200 and how unfair to the business community the session had been this year. The bills being passed are making Colorado unfriendly for business.
AGNC is still working to amend SB162 which is the Enterprise Zone legislation bill which would require businesses to pre qualify for any tax credits. AGNC is helping to amend the section on prequalifying for tax credits. The bill has been amended twice. The bill would state that the “enterprise zone was a factor” in a decision to create jobs. It looks as if this bill will pass.
Rep. Baumgardner has introduced the resolution to get the NOSR funds back to the state. It has not yet been assigned a number. AGNC will monitor the resolution and keep the board posted.
Aron testified against HB1365.  The bill would hurt the coal industry more than it would help the oil and gas industry. HB1365 had their supporters lined up and ready to go. The bill was fast tracked through.
 HCR1003 would take $25 million out of severance for the rainy day fund. Aron had suggested supporting the bill. The board asked why? Aron reported that to spend the rainy day fund a 4/5 majority is needed for approval. Ken Parsons reported that this bill would affect direct distribution funds. Both Ken Parsons and Tom Mathers stated they could not support this bill as written. The board would like to see an alternative with higher base numbers before any severance dollars were taken out. Keith Lambert stated that he would like to see something put in the bill to protect direct distribution. After discussion Ken Parsons will meet with Aron in Denver today or tomorrow and they will work to amend the bill.
Aron will check on the status of the rafting bill and update the board later today.
OTHER – Jaime Gardner presented the Colorado Resource Alliance. This company follows legislation which has passed and watches the implementation and how it is affecting everyone. On the federal side 70 pages of legislation can pass and it will create 2000 pages of implementation. With Daily Watch notices and a monthly calendar and newsletter the alliance keeps everyone up to speed on federal hearings and meetings which will affect the area. Jaime was asked to bring back a written proposal to the board in May which will give fees and how we would be able to disseminate the information to our member counties and cities.
The board discussed new officers for AGNC. Motion was made by Ken Parsons and second was by Tom Mathers to accept the following: Doug Monger will be Chairman. At this time we will table the Vice-Chairman position and speak to the city of Craig and also Meeker and Rangely to appoint a Vice chairman for next year. Keith Lambert was voted in as treasurer. Motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Doug Monger adjourned the meeting conference call at 11:15am.
