
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

May 13th, 2010

Craig, Colorado 
Chairman Chuck Grobe called the meeting to order at 10:10am. Board members and alternates present were: Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Doug Monger, Routt County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Jay Haygood, Battlement Mesa; Peter Brixius and Lisa Hatch, Rangely; Jim Ferree, City of Craig; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Dave Norman, AAoA; Joe Carter, DOLA; Winnie DelliQuadri, City of Steamboat Springs Jaime Gardner, Colorado Resource Alliance; and Dale Hancock, Garfield County.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: need to move Old Business items to 5a.

NEXT MEETING – 10am Thursday, July8th, AMSO site on Piceance Creek

Meeting was turned over to new Chairman Doug Monger. After Discussion, Mike Samson made the motion to nominate Chuck Grobe as Vice Chair. Second was by Tom Mathers. Motion carried.

MINUTES of the April meeting were presented. Motion was made by Ken Parsons to accept the minutes with changes and second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.

Old Business follow-up: 

Personnel Manual changes were presented by Peter Brixius. Ken Parsons made the motion to incorporate changes with added addendum on Fed USERRA. Second was made by  Chuck Grobe. Motion carried.
Jaime Gardner reiterated services provided by the Alliance and presented the proposal for dues from the Colorado Resource Alliance. The board tabled voting on the proposal until after the budget presentation.

BUDGET REPORT –The April financials and Budget versus Actual for 2010 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Ken Parsons made the motion to approve disbursements for April and accept the profit and loss Jan through April financial report. Second was by Mike Samson. Motion carried. 

Jane Whitt presented the proposed budget cuts which were taken as a reaction to current revenue received. Craig Meis made the motion to accept the budget cuts and second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.  

After discussion, Tom Mathers made the motion to not sign up for the Colorado Resource Alliance due to budget cuts. Ken Parsons made the second. Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Legislative report: Aron Diaz reported about the legislative session results. Aron will send out a written legislative report to all board members next week.
Following are the results of the session:

HB1200 – Passed - EZ tax credits with the $500,000 cap

SB162 – passed – this is for precertification for EZ credits – takes effect in 2012

HB 1429 – Killed – Rep Wiseman – a review of all tax credits

HB 1350 – defeated – if applicants didn’t meet requirements of grant all the monies needed to be returned to the state

HCR1003 – killed – This was the rainy day fund bill

NOSR resolution passed.

HB1365 – passed - Conversion of coal to gas –Aron is talking to CMA to see how AGNC can further participate in the process of implementing the bill. Information will be sent to the board. Craig Meis made the motion for AGNC to participate as an intervener for implementation of the bill. Chuck Grobe made the second. Motion carried.
Aron reported on the Partners for Rural America USDA Rural Development conference. Aron attended panels on energy and economic development. Other issues covered were food and health care. The website link  http://www.partnersforruralamerica.org/western.asp is available to view the power point presentations from the conference.
Aron reported on the Garfield County New Energies Initiative meeting. A revolving load fund was discussed. After discussion the board decided AGNC would not host a revolving loan fund. 

AGNC was informed that the Northwest Coal Producers were interested in reviving the Coal Conference separate from the Energy Summit. AGNC will take action on reviving the conference.

AREA AGENCY ON AGING – Dave Norman presented the 2011 Title III funding request recommendation. Motion to accept the plan for funding was made by Craig Meis. Second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.
DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER – written report in the packet. Cheryl is attending a Tourism expo in Meeker today.
ENTERPRISE ZONE – Aron Diaz reported on attending the Enterprise Zone Administrators meeting in Montrose. New procedures were introduced and bills were discussed for the end of the session. Kevin Tilson will meet with those who do reports for the state for education on new procedures.
OIL & GAS FORUM – Mike Samson reported that the next Oil & Gas Forum will be held at CMC in Rifle on June 3rd.
Oil Shale/Unconventional Fuels Task Force: Craig Meis reported that since 2005 the task force has had to submit an annual report to the President. The task force met in Salt Lake City two weeks ago. The task force includes Department of Energy, Department of the Interior, Department of Defense. This is the last year of the mandate and the goal of the last meeting was to finalize how the task force wants to go forward. 
PUBLIC LANDS RMP’S – Craig Meis reported that their areas are going over the wild and scenic descriptions. Ken Parsons reported that the Rio Blanco BLM promises a report at the end of this year.
STRATEGIC PLAN UPDATE – Aron is planning on getting out to the cities more now that the session is over.
OTHER – Chuck Grobe stated that initiatives 57 and 58 created initiatives 96, 97, 98. These Initiatives dealt with demanding green power and whether or not co-ops could opt out of the green power mandates.
As of Friday (May 7th) all initiatives were removed from the calendar.

Joe Carter the new assistant field rep from DOLA reported that there will be an August cycle of grants. There were 150 applications put on hold in August of 2009. In August 2010 they will process any grants held over from 2009. In December they will take new applications for the December grant cycle.  Joe stated that when SB232 went through two grants were given in our area. Parachute received $8million and Mesa County received $3.2 mil. Any new applications for grants will have to meet high performance building criteria. This is a green initiative. As of July 1, 2010 grants will require the new building criteria. Any of the grants from August 2009 will be grandfathered into the process. DOLA is looking at holding a webinar about high performance building criteria on June 10th. Joe will send the information to AGNC and we will send it out to members.
ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Doug Monger adjourned the meeting at 12:45pm.
