
AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

July 8th, 2010

AMSO site

Rio Blanco County, Colorado 
Vice Chairman Chuck Grobe called the meeting to order at 11:10am. Board members and alternates present were: Chuck Grobe, Town of Hayden; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Peter Brixius and Lisa Hatch, Rangely; Jay Haygood, Battlement Mesa; Aron Diaz and Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Cheryl McDonald, Dinosaur Welcome Center; Dennis Webb, Daily Sentinel.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Add Coal conference under committee reports.

NEXT MEETING – 10am Thursday, September 9th, Steamboat Springs

MINUTES of the May meeting were presented. Motion was made by Mike Samson to accept the minutes with changes and second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The May and June financials, Budget versus Actual for 2010 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Keith Lambert made the motion to approve disbursements for May and June and accept the profit and loss Jan through June financial report. Second was by Ken Parsons. Motion carried. 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT: Legislative report: Aron Diaz reported on HB1365.

HB 1365 is being called the Clean Air Clean Jobs Act. Public Service will present a plan to decrease emissions by 2017. In the Air Quality Control Act local governments can petition the PUC for a rulemaking. AGNC, Rio Blanco, Routt and Moffat county filed a petition June 23rd. On July 15th the Air Quality control commission will consider the petition and decide whether they will have a rulemaking. AGNC is now negotiating to have a public hearing take place on July 15th. AGNC is trying to get letters from Garfield, Mesa and Delta Counties to support public comment at the July 15th hearing.
DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER – written report in the packet. Cheryl stated the hours for the center are 8am-6pm seven days a week. Hours will be 9-5 after Labor Day until the close in November.
Discussion was held on the cuts made to the Center contract for the year 2010-2011. AGNC will become more proactive in negotiating the contract next year. Cheryl reported that the “wall of bones” will open again in 2011 late summer or early fall. Visitors to the center will increase once they are open.

ENTERPRISE ZONE – Aron Diaz reported the Enterprise Zone legislative changes will be marketed with stickers and postcards to educate the taxpayer on new procedures for being pre-certified. The Northwest Zone had another contribution project approved, it is the Moffat Road Railroad Museum in Granby.

OIL & GAS FORUM – Aron Diaz reported on the Oil & Gas Forum held at CMC in Rifle on June 3rd.

Aron reported that not as many companies are taking part, however the companies that reported are talking expansion in the next year. Tony Hernandez with DOLA announced that they will have money for a grant cycle. Approximately $27 million will be available for grants in August. Another grant cycle will take place in December. DOLA hopes to have 3 grant cycles of $23-$25 mil each in this fiscal year. Ken Parsons stated that the oversight committee on employee residence reports will meet next week. The next Oil and Gas Forum is September 2nd at CMC in Rifle.
PUBLIC LANDS RMP’S – Aron Diaz reported that the Glenwood areas plan should be completed at the end of this year. The Wild and Scenic River portion is completed for the lower Colorado. Ken Parsons reported that the Rio Blanco BLM promises a draft will be out on the White river at the end of this year.

COAL CONFERENCE – AGNC is offering to help on the coal conference being held in Delta September 23, 24 of 2010. The board asked that Jane stay in touch with Jim Kiger and offer to help as AGNC would like to revive the coal conference to take place yearly in the Meeker/Craig area.
OTHER – Aron Diaz asked the board to take a position against constitutional amendments 60, 61 and 101. These are all initiatives that would be devastating to cities, counties and special districts statewide by slashing tax and fee revenue and limiting their ability to bond and finance anything. The AGNC board unanimously voted to oppose these amendments
ADJOURNMENT – Vice-Chairman Chuck Grobe adjourned the meeting at 12:05pm.
