AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

January 13, 2011

Rifle Library, 207 East Ave. Rifle
Chairman Doug Monger called the meeting to order at 10:05am. Board members and alternates present were: Doug Monger, Routt County; Kai Turner, Rio Blanco County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Keith Lambert, City of Rifle; Lisa Hatch, Rangely;  Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Keith Lammey, Battlement Mesa; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Dave Norman, Area Agency on Aging; Jeff Comstock, Moffat County; Patti Snidow, USDA Rural Development; Mary Elder, AAoA.
CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Dianna Orf’s Legislative update was passed around so input could be given during the phone call to take place around noon.

NEXT MEETING – Friday, January 21st, a conference call to discuss bills will take place at 1pm. Doug Monger will initiate the call. The next regular meeting will take place Wednesday, February 9th 10am at the Rifle Library.

MINUTES of the November 4th meeting were presented. Motion was made by Lisa Hatch to accept the minutes and second was made by Tom Mathers. Motion carried. Minutes of the December 22nd and December 29th conference calls were presented. Motion was made by Kai Turner to accept the minutes of both December calls and second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORT –The November and December financials including disbursements for AAoA and CDOT, Budget versus Actual for 2010 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Keith Lambert made the motion to approve disbursements for November and December and accept the profit and loss for 2010 financial report. Second was by Kai Turner. Motion carried. Jane mentioned the audit is set for January 27th.
2011 BUDGET –Jane Whitt presented an amended 2011 Budget that included the 2011 Enterprise Zone Marketing Tourism Grant. After discussion Craig Meis made the motion to accept the 2011 amended Budget. Second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried. 
Committee work sessions will be set sometime in august to decide dues for 2012. Discussion on the Area Agency on Aging dues took place and the decision to have a separate line item on the dues invoice will be implemented for 2012. 

Tom Mathers made the motion for Mesa County to be a voting member of AGNC for the year 2011. Second was by Mike Samson. The vote was six yes, one no. Motion carried. It was also discussed that Mesa County pays an additional $14,900 for administration of the Area Agency on Aging. AGNC will possibly add another line item to share these costs with Mesa County.
MEMBERSHIP – Chuck Grobe resigned from the AGNC Board as he has moved. This required an election of a new Vice-Chairman. Motion was made by Kai Turner to elect Lisa Hatch as the new Vice Chairman. Second was made by Tom Mathers. Motion carried. Kai Turner is the new representative from Rio Blanco County.
ENTERPRISE ZONE –   Jane Whitt reported the Enterprise Zone Marketing/Tourism Grant is approved for the year 2011. Jane also presented the Enterprise Zone report for 2010 which included the tax credits taken in each county. The report shows that many businesses are not filing for the credits. Discussion was held on Jane being out of the office as needed for meetings to market the Enterprise Zone. The board approved such meetings as long as AGNC business was covered first. The Board suggested that presentations on the Enterprise Zone be given to the Cattlemen’s Association, Chambers and EDC in the different counties.
OIL & GAS FORUM – Mike Samson reported on the December 2nd meeting of the Oil & Gas Forum. Drilling is coming back slowly. The regulating climate will decide where the dollars will be spent. COGCC’s Dave Neslin reported that 5600 drilling permits were given in 2010. Of those permits 34% were in Garfield County, 7% in Rio Blanco and 5% in Mesa County. Seven percent of the permits were for directional drilling. The next Oil and Gas Forum is March 3rd at 10am at CMC in Rifle.

Motion was made to support Ken Parsons of Rio Blanco County for the COGCC commission. The motion was made by Mike Samson and second by Craig Meis. Motion carried.  A letter will be sent to the Governor and the Department of Natural Resources.

COAL CONFERENCE – Doug Monger reported that the Energy Summit will not be taking place this year. Delta has stepped forward to sponsor the coal conference. They would like to go back to the AGNC format which included educating our present legislators on the coal industry as the main focus.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: Dianna Orf called in at noon. The format for reports was discussed. A phone conference call was set for January 21st to go over bills introduced. Those on the call will decide which bills to follow and which to cut from the list. Dianna will send out a bill list on Wednesday so that by Friday the committee can decide which bills to monitor or follow. The board also asked that Orf & Orf put a recommend to support or oppose on each bill.
AREA AGENCY on AGING – Dave Norman presented the Area Plan for the Area Agency on Aging for Fiscal years 2012-2015.  Mary Elder from the committee that developed the plan also attended the AGNC meeting. Options for long term care programs were included in the plan. A good array of services is being provided and they are different for each county. The board gave input for changes on the regional trends that better reflect ongoing changes in the region. The motion to approve the Area Agency on Aging Plan for 2012-2015 with changes was made by Kai Turner and the second was by Tom Mathers. Motion carried.
OTHER – Patti Snidow from the USDA Rural Development told the board of two present projects. A leadership development training program lasting 4 weekends over four months time is taking place in Rio Blanco and Montrose Counties. This program is out of the Ford Institute in Washington and is available through a grant. This includes local people ranging from high school age to seniors for training to develop new leaders and create more involvement in the community.
ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Doug Monger adjourned the meeting at 1:15pm.
