AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

February 9, 2011

Chairman Doug Monger called the meeting to order at 10:10am. Board members and alternates present were: Doug Monger, Routt County; Kai Turner, Rio Blanco County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Lisa Hatch, Peter Brixius, Rangely; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Dave Norman, Area Agency on Aging; Sharon Day and Joe Holyfield, town of Meeker; Martha Moore, Colorado River District.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: None
PUBLIC COMMENT/BOARD MEMBER COMMENT:  Craig Meis talked about Land Revision codes. All counties are in the process now of reviewing land use codes. It was proposed that county commissioners and their respective planning commissions plan a meeting to get together and formulate codes with a foundation of consistency across county lines. This would minimize headaches for businesses that have to cross county lines. DOLA would possibly be included in the process. Craig Meis will work on setting a date for a meeting.

Mike Samson mentioned the Oil & Gas Forum is to take place March 3rd at CMC. That evening will be a town hall meeting at CMC with COGCC staff to discuss plans for drilling with Silt Mesa and Battlement Mesa. The EnCana Expo will take place in May.
NEXT MEETING –   The next regular meeting will take place Wednesday, March 16th 10am at the Rifle Library.

MINUTES of the January 13th and February 2nd phone call meetings were presented. Motion was made by Lisa Hatch to accept the minutes and second was made by Kai Turner. Motion carried. 

BUDGET REPORT –The January financials, Budget versus Actual for 2011 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Craig Meis made the motion to approve disbursements for January financial report. Second was by Kai Turner. Motion carried. Jane mentioned the audit has not yet taken place.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: Dianna Orf called around 11am. The board discussed SB11-164. AGNC will take a strong position to oppose this bill. SB11-162 was killed in Senate Appropriations committee this morning. Rep. Scott’s bill on public meeting notices costs was to go before committee today. Phone call to discuss legislation was set for Friday.

Martha Moore from the Colorado River District reported that grant applications ended January 31st. April 18th is the date that selections of grant recipients will be announced. Martha spoke about HB11-1068. The river District thinks the bill will die but they will work on it next summer for the following year.
ENTERPRISE ZONE –   Jane Whitt reported the State of Colorado and Enterprise Zone Administrators are testing a site that would allow businesses to apply for Enterprise Zone tax credits online. After testing it is hoped to be open to the public by March or April. 
Old Business follow-up – Contribution letters to industry were signed by Board members. 
AREA AGENCY on AGING – Dave Norman filed the Area Plan for the Area Agency on Aging for Fiscal years 2012-2015.  He is now waiting for approval of the plan at this time. Dave has ready the Notice of Grant Awards for signature. This distributes the carryover funds which were $40,000 to the different Area on Aging sites. Dave mentioned the Fruita Recreation Center is now open and includes a senior center inside. This is the newest meal site in the Area. They are serving around 40 meals which is up from around fifteen before the center opened.
OTHER – The Board discussed the Colorado Consumer Coalition. Jane will contact them to draft a resolution. We will have them do a presentation at our March 16th meeting.
After discussion on the Alliance for Sustainable Colorado a motion was made by Mike Samson to decline joining the Alliance for Sustainable Colorado. Second was made by Kai Turner. Motion carried.
The Department of Interior Executive Order on wild lands designation was discussed. We will have David Ludlum present more information on this at the March 16th meeting.
OTHER Follow -up- Vote by email for AGNC By-law changes was received Jan 18th and 19th. Vote was yes by all seven board members. This change will be effective January 20th, 2011.
ADJOURNMENT – Chairman Doug Monger adjourned the meeting at 12:05pm.
