
               AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

July 21, 2011

Olympian Hall, Howelson Hill

Chairman Lisa Hatch called the meeting to order at 10:20am. Introductions were as follows. Board members and alternates present were: Doug Monger, Routt County; Ken Parsons, Rio Blanco County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Lisa Hatch, Peter Brixius, Rangely; Tom Mathers, Moffat County; Craig Meis, Mesa County; Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Ginger Scott, Wendy DuBord, City of Steamboat Springs; Kent Borchard, Rio Blanco County Attorney; Andrew Gorgey, Garfield County Attorney.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Move the FML district discussion to later on the agenda so that all would be present for the discussion. 
NEXT MEETING – The next board meeting will take place Thursday September 8th in Meeker. 
   
MINUTES of the May 19th, 2011 meeting were presented. Motion was made by Doug Monger to accept the minutes and second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.  
PUBLIC COMMENT/BOARD MEMBER COMMENT:  Board members discussed the positions each county and city had taken on the issue of Medical Marijuana dispensaries and grow operations. Moffat County has banned all dispensaries and grow operations, Routt County has banned all new dispensaries, one exists in Milner, in Rio Blanco County Meeker and Rangely have moratoriums, in Garfield County some municipalities have existing dispensaries and the county has a moratorium on growing ops until 2012. All in the discussion were concerned about the federal government enforcement and want to be in compliance with the federal laws.  We will do a survey to get more complete information for the entities to share.

Tom Mathers expressed disappointment in the fact that more companies didn’t contribute to AGNC. Jane will contact Carolyn Tucker with Shell about their contribution.

America’s Great Outdoors - Mike Samson presented a paper on the background of America’s Great Outdoors. All board members felt they had received last minute notice for the meeting so not many were able to attend. The Board felt that most of the areas AGO addressed were already covered. For the conservation piece the funding is not in place and board members felt it probably shouldn’t be added into the nation’s budget at this time.
BUDGET REPORT –The May, June financials, Budget versus Actual for 2011 and Balance sheet were presented.  The enterprise zone marketing and tourism grant was discussed as it shows no income or expenditure at this time. Jane explained the new formulas for spending the grant and the timing for receiving the contract. After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to approve the May and June financials. Second was by Mike Samson. Motion carried. 
Jane Whitt asked for a budget committee to be set up for the 2012 year budget. Ken Parsons, Lisa Hatch and Mike Samson will serve on the committee. They will meet August 18th at 10am.
FML District – Drew Gorgey, county attorney for Garfield County reported on a July 13th conference call between the counties on the forming of the FML districts. The June 30th deadline was met by six counties which are Delta, Garfield, Mesa, Moffat, Rio Blanco and Routt. Montrose County missed the deadline so they will consider joining at the 2012 deadline. Showing independence from the county as a district was discussed. All counties had appointed boards and were working on their service plans and by-laws. Up to ten percent of the district’s dollars may be used for administration of the district. The district would be a stand alone account possibly through AGNC. The decision on how to spend the dollars would be decided through the service plans. AGNC would need MOU’s with the FML districts and the by-laws would need to be amended to keep the FML board separate from AGNC as fiscal agent. The question on the fiscal year was on the table, under what timeline would the monies need to be spent? It needs to be spent on an annual basis; who’s annual? State or AGNC? Regional projects will be considered, the FML boards would come together to prioritize projects. Drew Gorgey, the Garfield county attorney will continue to look at the statutory overview of the act, sunshine laws, ethics and conflicts of interest. More conference calls will be scheduled and the counties will share information as it is formed. There are many questions yet out there and we will continue with the FML district item on the agenda at each AGNC meeting.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: Dianna Orf sent in a written report summarizing what had happened since the legislative session ended. She will try to attend the next AGNC meeting.
The board discussed the next session and what we would like to address. Doug Monger made the motion to send a letter of support from AGNC that no transfer of funds from the Severance fund to the State general fund would take place. Ken Parsons will work on the letter. Second was made by Craig Meis. Motion carried.
AREA AGENCY on AGING – Jane Whitt reported for Dave Norman that the Care Transitions program is in place at St. Mary’s. They now have an office located in St. Mary’s to coach patients after discharge. This program will help patients with Medicare, Medicaid and those over 18 with disabilities.
COLORADO COAL AND POWER GENERATION – The Conference will take place August 23-25 at the Sheraton in Steamboat Springs. Jane sent out the email for registration to all board members and member cities of AGNC.
COLORADO RIVER DISTRICT – The agenda for the Colorado River districts’ Annual Water Seminar September 15th in Grand Junction was included in the packet for the board.

DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER – Jane Whitt reported that Cheryl McDonald had her knee surgery on July 1. She is back at work on light duty as of July 18th. After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to approve sick pay for the balance of Cheryl’s wage not paid by workman’s compensation if Pinnacol okays it.  Second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.
ENTERPRISE ZONE – This was reported under budget discussion.
Old Business follow-up -The Wilderness and Roadless Area Release Act deadline for comment has passed. Jane had sent an email with the notice.
HB1365 – Doug Monger reported that there is no update at this time. The local judge had not made a judgment on the dismissal. 

OTHER – Jane asked that board members please RSVP for lunch when the notice for the meeting is sent out. No extra lunches will be ordered.
ADJOURNMENT –   Chairman Lisa Hatch adjourned the meeting at 1:05pm.
