
               AGNC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

September 8th, 2011

Fairfield Center

Chairman Lisa Hatch called the meeting to order at 10:05am. Introductions were as follows. Board members and alternates present were: Lisa Hatch, Rangely; Doug Monger, Routt County; Ken Parsons, Kai Turner and Shawn Bolton, Rio Blanco County; Mike Samson, Garfield County; Keith Lambert, Rifle; Jane Whitt, AGNC staff. Others present were Kent Borchard, Rio Blanco County Attorney; Andrew Gorgey, Garfield County Attorney; Scott Olene and Jarrod Biggs, DOLA; Cheryl McDonald, Dinosaur Welcome Center; Dave Norman, AAoA; Sharon Day, Meeker; Keith Lammey, Battlement Mesa; Kimberly Bullen, Chris Singleton, Rio Blanco County; Marcia Arnhold and David Frankel, Mesa County. 

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO AGENDA: Motion to accept the Agenda was made by Doug Monger, second by Mike Samson. Motion carried.

NEXT MEETING – The next board meeting will take place Thursday November 10th in Dinosaur at the town hall. 

   
MINUTES of the July 21 and July 27th, 2011 meetings were presented. Motion was made by Doug Monger to accept the minutes and second was made by Ken Parsons. Motion carried.  
PUBLIC COMMENT/BOARD MEMBER COMMENT:  Lisa Hatch asked that each entity send in information to Dianna Orf on events that are happening in Northwest Colorado. Dianna has offered to send out a monthly newsletter to keep the northwest corner of Colorado in the minds of the legislators.
Shawn Bolton reported that the Wilderness and Roadless Area Release Act is gearing up again. AGNC would like to see the return to multiple use for the lands in the wilderness study that are not considered wilderness. Right now some lands are in limbo and need to be taken off the list of areas being considered. Doug Monger made the motion to submit a letter in support of HR1581. Kai Turner made the second. Motion carried. AGNC board would like to see the draft prior to it being sent.

BUDGET REPORT –The July, August financials, Budget versus Actual for 2011 and Balance sheet were presented. After discussion Doug Monger made the motion to approve the July and August financials. Second was by Mike Samson. Motion carried. 
Budget committee gave the proposed budget presentation. Discussion took place on hiring an executive director sometime around June or September in 2012 and adding $3500 admin from Enterprise Zone contract. Proposed budget will be sent to all member counties and cities for comment. Doug Monger made the motion to approve the dues structure for 2012. Second was made by Mike Samson. Motion carried.
FML District – Drew Gorgey, county attorney for Garfield County led discussion about the FML districts. Eight counties in Colorado have formed FML districts. They are the five counties of AGNC and Delta, Park and Weld. The district would be required to submit an audit of annual disbursement within the district. The question of when the fiscal year dates fall was discussed. Is it the state fiscal year, calendar year or year from date the monies are received?  More conference calls will be scheduled and the counties will share information. There are many questions yet out there and we will continue with the FML district item on the agenda at each AGNC meeting. Mike Samson made the motion to direct the county attorneys to work with AGNC’s contract lobbyist to draft legislation to amend the FML bill with changes to be made for Senator Jean White. Second was made by Doug Monger. Motion carried. Dianna stated that Senator Jean White would need a bill title by December 1st. The core of the bill can follow later. The counties will meet at CCI’s meeting to determine the language of the bill to amend FML districts.
LEGISLATIVE REPORT: Dianna Orf handed out an interim legislative update. Dianna reported that the Legislative council planning and budgeting forecast is due out on September 20th. The JBC will then start meeting in November to set the next fiscal year budget. AGNC discussed that we would support the Governor’s Energy committee as long as it supports all forms of energy including coal, natural gas, solar and wind.
Update on HB1365 – The stay was granted and the hearing is moving on to the Supreme Court.

AREA AGENCY on AGING – Dave Norman reported the strategic plan for Area Agency on Aging is due to the Governor by October 1st. Department heads are meeting on Long/term care and Medicaid, there are not enough dollars in either program. Dave has been appointed to the statewide advisory committee on Long Term Care. The Care Transitions Program is flourishing, the doctors are making referrals to care transitions and feel it is a better co-ordination of services following hospital stays.
DINOSAUR WELCOME CENTER – Cheryl reported that visitation is down by 6% this year. Weather and the price of gas have affected the whole state. The Director of International Trade for the CTO office will tour northwest Colorado the third week of September. Cheryl will be attending the Governor’s Tourism Conference with the theme of “Colorado Rising” from Sept 21st – 23rd. The Study Tour for the volunteers will be September 27th-30th and will take place in the Denver Metro area.
ENTERPRISE ZONE –  Jane Whitt handed out the Enterprise zone brochure on the education of the 2011-2012 legislative changes. Jane will be traveling and talking to groups about the changes.
OIL & GAS FORUM – Ken Parsons told the board about Hydrogen sulfide which was the main point of discussion at the oil and gas forum. Noble company had reported that Hydrogen sulfide had been found at seven wells. The COGCC gave a presentation about Hydrogen sulfide and the effects it would have depending on PPM.
OTHER – Audit copies were available, however no one had time to look at it to present to the board. The board asked for electronic copies of the audit to be sent for review and be discussed and accepted at the next meeting.
AGNC members Budget survey – Jane presented questions submitted to this point, two questions will be added and then the survey will be sent out and Jane will compile the results.
ADJOURNMENT –   Chairman Lisa Hatch adjourned the meeting at 1:55pm.
